The arrangements concerning the preferred shares (which require time to be implemented) will not be in place by the Listing Date in order to minimise the risk of leaks of information

concerning the IPO and the Manager will ensure such preferred shares are issued before the prescribed deadline; (4) NTT Global Data Centers Holdings Americas, LLC (the “NTT TRS”), a taxable REIT subsidiary (“TRS”) of NTT DC U.S. REIT

will be party to various intercompany agreements and subject to U.S. federal income tax on those income streams which would otherwise be non-qualifying income for NTT DC U.S. REIT itself; the NTT TRS therefore is required to protect the

status of NTT DC U.S. REIT as a U.S. REIT. 24
